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Children Affected by the War

1. Since the beginning of the war, 56 children have been murdered: 36 were killed in the
October 7, 2023 attack, 14 were killed by rocket strikes, 4 were killed in terror attacks, and 2
were murdered while in Hamas captivity.

2. As of February 2025, 359 children and adolescents lost one parent due to acts of hostility,
while 30 children lost both parents.

3. As of July 2024, 612 children and adolescents—who are orphans of fallen security
personnel—Ilost one parent, and 3 lost both parents.

4. As of July 2024, 1,014 children and adolescents have lost a sibling in the war; of these, 559
lost a sibling who was killed in the IDF and security forces, and 455 lost a sibling due to acts
of hostility.

5. In the first year of the war, the number of orphans of fallen IDF soldiers nearly tripled: on the
eve of the war, there were 275 orphans (under age 18) of IDF casualties, and a full year into
the war there were 789. Moreover, a full year into the war, the orphans are significantly
younger—on the eve of the war about 21% were aged between birth and 9, whereas a full
year into the war 49% of orphans are aged between birth and 9.

6. As of the end of March 2025, 37 children still have a parent held captive by Hamas.

7. From the outbreak of the war until February 2025, 1,026 children were admitted to hospitals
due to war-related injuries.

8. As of December 2024, 23,212 children and adolescents were recognized by the National
Insurance Institute as having suffered injuries from acts of hostility as a result of the war and
continue to live with mental or physical injuries. Among them, 2,952 children were recognized

as having sustained significant mental or physical disabilities due to these acts.

Children of Deployed Parents

9. As of July 2024, nearly one in every ten children had a parent deployed on reserve duty

during the war.

In the 2024 school, year, 38,628 students were evacuated from their homes—25,001 from
the southern region and 13,627 from the northern region. Toward the end of March 2024,
approximately 80% of the evacuated students from southern communities returned home.
Among the evacuated children, about 63% were of kindergarten and elementary school age,
and 37% were of middle and high school age.

In the 2024 school year, approximately 8% of all evacuated students studied in 62 dedicated
educational facilities established for evacuees; the remaining students attended local schools
that took in evacuees, or branches set up by their original evacuated school.

In March 2024, 19,258 students attended local educational institutions that took in evacuated
students, with 52% from the north and 48% from the south. In May 2024, the number dropped
to 16,250, with 62% from the north and 38% from the south.

In March 2024, 2,051 students eligible for special educational services studied in local
institutions that took in evacuated students (64% from the north and 36% from the south). In
May 2024, this number declined to 1,959, with 64% from the north and 32% from the south.

In the first year of the war, the number of criminal cases opened for offenses against minors
within the family remained stable compared to the corresponding period of the previous year.
In contrast, the number of cases opened for offenses against minors outside the family
decreased by 9%.

The number of cases opened for 'offenses against human life' within the family (including
murder, attempted murder, causing death through negligence, manslaughter, and other
offenses such as abuse) increased by 122% compared to the corresponding period of the
previous year—from 9 cases to 20—with 40% of these cases being for murder and attempted
murder.

The number of cases opened for 'offenses against human life' committed against minors
outside the family decreased by 17% (from 77 cases to 64 cases), although the number of
cases opened for murder increased by 17% (from 30 to 35).

The number of cases opened for sexual offenses within the family increased by
approximately 12% in the first year of the war compared to the corresponding period of the
previous year. Most cases involved sexual assault / indecent assault by force (an increase

of 13%) as well as offenses of rape, by force or threats (an increase of 16%).

In the first year of the war, there was a 36% increase in the number of cases opened for
leaving a child without appropriate supervision, outside the family.

In the first year of the war, the number of children investigated by child investigators
decreased by about 8% compared to the corresponding period of the previous year. In both
periods, approximately 9 out of every 10 children investigated were questioned as victims of
violent offenses, sexual offenses, or as suspected victims of both.

The number of children questioned as victims of violence decreased by approximately 16%,
and those questioned as victims of sexual offenses decreased by about 27%. In contrast,
the number of children questioned in cases involving both violent and sexual offenses
increased by 140% during this period. Additionally, online sexual offenses saw a significant
increase of about 80% (from 155 to 276 cases).

The number of children questioned in relation to inter-parental violence increased by 28%

compared to the corresponding period of the previous year.

The number of children recognized by the Welfare Services increased by 3% in the first year
of the war compared to the previous year. At-risk children constituted about two-thirds of all
children recognized by welfare services both before and during the war. The number of
children classified as at-risk increased by approximately 4.7%.

The proportion of at-risk children among all children recognized by welfare services increases
with age; for children aged 15-17, it stands at about 69%. Among children up to one year
old, the percentage classified as at-risk increased by 7.2% in the first year of the war (from
55.5% to 59.5%).

In the first year of the war, the number of children recognized by welfare services and
classified as having individual risk increased by approximately 7%, while those classified as
having family risk increased by 4.1% compared to the corresponding period of the previous
year.

The number of children aged 5-9 classified as having individual risk increased by an average
of about 14% in the first year of the war compared to the corresponding period of the previous
year, with a 19% increase among 6-year-olds.

There was a significant 10% increase in the number of children up to one year old classified
as having family risk in the first year of the war compared to the corresponding period of the

previous yeatr.

In the first year of the war, 1,243 inquiries regarding violence against children were received
at the 118 Hotline—a 26% increase compared to the corresponding period of the previous
year—with about 87% of these inquiries concerning domestic violence.

Inquiries to the 118 Hotline regarding violence against children within the family increased
by approximately 24% compared to the corresponding period of the previous year.

Inquiries regarding violence against children outside the family increased by about 42%, and
inquiries concerning sexual abuse outside the family increased by 50%, compared to the
corresponding period of the previous year.

The number of inquiries to the 118 Hotline for information and assistance increased
exceptionally in the following areas: treatment for adolescent and young adult addictions
(350%), residential care for at-risk children and adolescents (82%), at-risk children and

adolescents (42%), and prostitution and exploitation of minors (33%).

Children and Mental Health Risk and Distress

In the first year of the war compared to the corresponding period of the previous year,
Meuhedet Health Services (HMO, 'Kupat Holim') recorded a significant increase among girls
diagnosed with eating disorders (28%) and among boys diagnosed with stress and emotional
disorders (11%), alongside a significant decrease among boys diagnosed with depression
(9%).

The number of children with new mental health diagnoses (stress, anxiety, depression, and
eating disorders) at Meuhedet Health Services increased by approximately 4.5% in the first
year of the war compared to the previous period. The rate of increase among girls was seven
times higher than among boys, with the greatest rise observed in anxiety diagnoses—overall
increasing by 17.5%, and by approximately 35% among girls.

The number of mental health-related inquiries for children aged 2-17 at Maccabi Health
Services (HMO, 'Kupat Holim") increased by 19.5% in the first year of the war compared to
the corresponding period of the previous year, with an increase of 20.3% among boys and
18.6% among girls. The growth rate for mental health inquiries among children aged 2-11
was 21.9%, compared to 16.9% for those aged 12-17. Notably, the increase for girls aged 2-
11 was the highest during the first year of war, at 22.9%.

The number of children with both new and existing mental health diagnoses at Maccabi
Health Services increased by approximately 12% in the first year of the war compared to the

previous period, with the increase among boys (15.1%) exceeding that of girls (9.6%). The

number of children with new mental health diagnoses (stress, anxiety, depression, and eating
disorders) at Maccabi Health Services increased by 22% in the first year of the war compared
to the previous period, with the increase among boys (28.1%) surpassing that of girls
(17.6%).

In 2024, at Leumit Health Services (HMO, 'Kupat Holim'), there was a 16% decrease in the
number of new mental health diagnoses for children (stress, anxiety, depression, and eating
disorders) compared to 2023. However, the number of new diagnoses of depression among
girls increased by 46% in 2024 compared to 2023.

In 2024, the number of boys with mental health diagnoses at Leumit Health Services was
17% higher than that of girls. The number of boys diagnosed with anxiety, stress, and
emotional disorders was approximately 17% and 38% higher respectively than that of girls,
while the number of boys diagnosed with depression and eating disorders was 24% and 41%

lower, respectively.

The number of suicide attempts among children presenting at emergency rooms decreased
by approximately 13% in the first year of the war compared to the corresponding period of
the previous year. Among children under 9, suicide attempts increased by 25% in the first
year of the war, whereas for children aged 10-14, attempts decreased by about 12%, and
for those aged 15-17, they decreased by about 15%. A significant decline in suicide attempts
was noted in November 2024 compared to November 2023 (a decrease of about 39%), and
in June—July 2024 compared to the same months in 2023 (a decrease of 27% and 24%,
respectively).

The proportion of suicide attempts among girls presenting at emergency rooms increased by
approximately 5% in the first year of the war. Among girls aged 15-17, suicide attempts
accounted for about 86% of all attempts in that age group during the first year of the war, an
increase of about 9% compared to the corresponding period of the previous year. The
number of suicide attempts among girls under 9 doubled in the first year of the war compared
to the corresponding period of the previous year (10 girls versus 5 girls).

In 2024, there was a 15% increase in the number of suicide risk assessments conducted at
the Educational Psychological Services compared to 2023, and the number of psychological

treatments for suicidal risk increased by 42%.

In 2024, the number of training sessions provided to school staff by educational psychologists
regarding suicide risk increased by 40% compared to 2023.

In the first year of the war, the number of calls to the Ministry of Education’s helpline
increased by a factor of 1.6 compared to the previous year (43,664 versus 27,619 calls).
Two-thirds of these calls were made by parents (64% versus 55% the previous year, an
increase of 9 percentage points), while calls from students and educators decreased (20%
versus 23% and 16% versus 22%, respectively).

Approximately 80% of the calls to the Ministry of Education’s helpline were from Jewish
callers, about 10% were from Arabs, and 10% of the calls were unclassified.

About 40% of the calls were regarding early childhood education. The proportion of calls
concerning elementary school students significantly dropped from 22% before the war to
13% during the war, while the proportion for other educational levels remained largely
unchanged.

In the first year of the war, 73% of calls to the Ministry of Education’s helpline were for
emotional support, compared to 64% in the previous year.

During the 2024 school year and in September 2024, 3,011 teachers (approximately 2% of
all teaching staff) served more than 30 reserve duty days.

From August 2023 to December 2024, 9 new educational psychological service stations were
added—an increase of about 4%—Dbringing the total to 257 stations. The coverage rate (the
percentage of staffed positions out of all allocated positions) increased from 71% to 73%. In
the Southern region and Tel Aviv, the coverage rate decreased by 2%, whereas in the
Northern and Central regions it increased by 3%. In Jerusalem, where the coverage rate is
the lowest, it dropped by 1%. The number of educational psychologists increased by 1%,

though in Jerusalem there was a notable decrease (7%).
